Word Origin:
late 16th cent. (originally meaning a legislative body in the Middle East): via French or Italian fromTurkish dīvān, fromPersian dīwān
‘anthology, register, court, or bench’ . As a piece offurniture, a divan was originally (early 18th cent.) a low bench or raised
section offlooragainst an interior wall, used as a long seat and common in Middle Eastern countries; European imitation ofthis led
to the sense ‘low flatsofaor bed’ (late 19th cent.).
