Word Origin:
Old English antefn, antifne (denoting a composition sung antiphonally, by two groups of people in turn), from late Latin antiphona
‘harmonies’ , neuter plural of antiphōnos ‘responsive’, from anti ‘in return’ + phōnē ‘sound’. The spelling with th, which began in
the 16th cent., was on the pattern of similar words such as Antony, Anthony.
